 CATERING FOR AN O.D.E.

Half an hour before the start of Dressage, the judges and writers are invited for a cup of tea and a biscuit.  Have ready, for each writer to take, thermos of hot water, tea, coffee, sugar, mugs and something to eat for morning tea.  (this is if arenas are not close enough to tea rooms to get to them within a time frame during their morning tea break.) These people will return to the cafeteria for lunch as they finish.

Show Jumping – these people may require morning tea half an hour before the start of show jumping, and will either return for lunch or have it sent out to them.  May require afternoon tea.  There will be judges, writers, time keepers, gate stewards, the course builder and rail stewards.

Scorers – probably two on first day.  Will require morning and afternoon teas and lunch.

Secretary – find out how many people are working in the office and they will require the same.

On both days, there will be people regularly calling in throughout the day to help themselves, including runners, all officials, farrier, vet and st johns.  

Cross country helpers will possibly need lunch  and definitely afternoon tea there will be commentators, scorers, secretary and fence stewards.  It is a good idea to have this food packed and prepared for them to take out themselves, St Johns will need to be looked after also.

First thing in the morning, all jump judges will have been invited to the cafeteria area for a cupper and biscuit.  At the end of their “shift”, these people have been invited to return for something to eat and drink again.

A caterer needs to know the times that people will require food/feeding. Arrange for any food operators to be there.
